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Sound Bites:
SBS-owned “La Raza” KRZZ (93.3) adds three members to its new morning show, called “Los 
Hijos de la Bahia.” It’s joined by former afternoon-show talents Pollo and Pesado, plus former “El Cucuy” cast 
member Charo Martinez. One other change at La Raza: last month it picked up a feed of the “El Vacilon del 
Mandril” that originates on the Spanish Broadcasting System-owned “La Raza” down in Los Angeles.

Canadian broadcasters get a cruel ruling over regulatory fees. A judge decided in 2006 that radio and TV licensees 
had been over-charged (beyond the actual cost of regulating them), and might be due refunds of hundreds of millions from 
the past eight years. But now a Federal Court of Appeal decision says the government can indeed legally charge such “Part II 
fees.” The Canadian Association of Broadcasters vows to appeal to the Supreme Court. 

In Macon, Georgia Eagle Broadcasting modifies WNNG (1350) to news/talk, with some sports. That happens today, 
says principal Cecil Staton. The new lineup is Salem’s Bill Bennett in mornings, then a local news/information show, TRN’s Laura 
Ingraham, a local hour of news at noon, Westwood’s Bill O’Reilly and Dennis Miller, a simulcast of WMAZ-TV’s 5pm news, then 
local news (5:30-6pm), Sports Line, then Salem hosts like Michael Medved, Dennis Prager and Mike Gallagher. WNNG had been 
adult standards, and Staton believes the new talkshows should be in the market “during this important election year.” 

Name change for Kentucky-based Key Broadcasting, which takes the surname of its principal, well-known businessman 
(medical services, banks, etc.) Terry Forcht. The 18-station radio group becomes “Forcht Broadcasting.”

Faces on the Radio:
Josh Hadden, Jeff Bennett and John Paoli are all recognized as Clear Channel “Engineer of the Year” award winners, based 
on a selection from each of the CC geographical regions (Western, Central, Eastern). Hadden’s the Director of Engineering and 
IT for New York. Jeff Bennett’s the DOE in Dayton. John Paoli’s the AM Chief Engineer for Clear Channel-L.A. (dealing with the 
throbbing migraine headache of the KFI tower re-build). 

Jim Jacobs, a 30-year resident of Richmond and familiar radio and TV talent, accepts the job of GM for the Davidson Media 
radio cluster. That’s Spanish WVNZ/130 and WTOX/1480. Also news/talk WLEE (990) and black gospel WERJ (1540). Jacobs 
had been the local VP/Operations for 4M Media Group – the previous owner of the stations acquired by Peter Davidson. 

John Eastman had a great time in Tampa radio and TV - and with five ex-wives, he apparently enjoyed his life off the air. He 
made history by successfully suing a tobacco company (Philip Morris) over his career-ending emphysema and winning a $3.2 
million judgment. The Iowa native began in Sioux City, came through Cedar Rapids, Jacksonville, Mobile, L.A., Pittsburgh and 
Miami before happily landing in Tampa in 1977 for a talkshow at WDAE. The Tampa Tribune says “Dean of Tampa Talk Radio” 
John Eastman continued on to WPLP, then did The John Eastman Show on WTSP/Channel 10. He was 79. 

Beau Duran is the new PD at Sierra H Broadcasting’s rhythmic oldies “Mega 104.3” KAJM in Phoenix, advancing from the APD 
position and succeeding Rod Carillo. That leads to a lineup refurbishment, with Alex Santa Maria in mornings (replacing the 
departed “Manic Hispanic”), then Angie Gomez, Raul Torres, Nina Cruz and the syndicated Art Laboe (8pm-midnight). 
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
